Award Components: One or two scholarships will be awarded depending on the funds generated for distribution each year to one or two students selected by the Coatesville NAACP Scholarship Committee

Criteria:  
1. Applicants must be a graduating high school senior residing in the Greater Coatesville Area in the year of the award.
2. Applicants must have a GPA of 3.25 or higher at the time of application.
3. Applicants must intend to pursue either part-time or full-time study post-high school.

1. Completed application form (if handwritten, please print legibly)
2. Two letters of recommendations from choice of high school teacher/mentor, administrators, counselors, employers, or individual with significant knowledge of applicant’s experience and involvement.
3. An official and recent high school transcript with cumulative grade point average.
4. Personal Essay.  In your essay, please address the following questions:
· What are your plans/goals after high school?
· How will this scholarship help you achieve those goals?
· Describe your volunteerism or community service within the Greater Coatesville Community

5. Possible oral interview with a Scholarship Committee member if you are selected as a finalist.
